Chronicles, in "instant message" format, the day-to-day experiences, feelings, and plans of three friends, Zoe, Maddie, and Angela, as they
begin tenth grade.

ttfn by Lauren Myracle YA Myracle
Now high school juniors, Zoe, Maddie, and Angela continue to share "instant messages" with one another as one of them experiments with
marijuana, another gets her first boyfriend, and the third moves three thousand miles away.

Journal of Douglas Allen Deeds: The Donner Party Expedition by Rodman Philbrick J Series DA
Douglas Deeds, a fifteen-year-old orphan, keeps a journal of his travels by wagon train as a member of the ill-fated Donner Party, which
became stranded in the Sierra Nevada mountains in the winter of 1846-47.

Witch Child by Celia Rees YA Rees
In 1659, fourteen-year-old Mary Newbury keeps a journal of her voyage from England to the New World and her experiences living as a witch
in a community of Puritans near Salem, Massachusetts.

ChaseR: A Novel in Emails by Michael Rosen J Fiction Rosen
When his parents decide to move to an old house in the country, Chase uses e-mail to his friends back in Columbus, Ohio, and to his sister in
college to help him deal with cicadas, deer hunters, and other changes in his life.

Tru Confessions by Janet Tashjian J Fic Tashjian
Computer-literate, twelve-year-old Tru keeps an electronic diary where she documents her desire to cure her handicapped twin brother and her
plan to create a television show.

Please don’t kill the Freshman by Zoe Trope YA 305.235 Trope
A memoir of the then-fifteen-year-old author's high school experience to that point, in which diary entries reflect her struggles, angst, and
rebellion.

Stonecutter by Leander Watts J Fiction Watts

In 1835 in rural New York State, apprentice stonecutter Albion Straight relates his experiences when he is hired by the strangely menacing
John Good to carve a statue of his daughter.

The Journal of Patrick Seames Flaherty, United States Marine Corps by Ellen White J Series DA
An eighteen-year-old Marine records in his journal his experiences in Vietnam during the siege of Khe Sanh, 1967-1968. Includes a history of
Vietnam, war timeline, glossary, and related military information.
